The order of magnitude of responses on a State/Territory basis is: Victoria (20 responses, 21%), WA (17 responses, 18%), ACT (16 responses, 17%), NSW (15 responses, 16%), QLD (13 responses, 14%), South Australia (4 responses, 4%), Tasmania (4 responses, 4%), and the Northern Territory (2 responses, 2%). There have also been 4 responses from overseas (4%).





The order of magnitude of responses on an institutional basis is: universities (61 responses, 65%), State/Territory wildlife agencies (16 responses, 17%), Commonwealth scientific/wildlife agencies (6 responses, 6%), community groups (5 responses, 5%), museums (4 responses, 4%) and independent researchers (3 responses, 3%).





I am curious to know if any ornithological research is conducted in museums in Qld, SA, Tasmania and the NT these days. No one from these museums contributed information to last year’s Directory, and I have had no response from them, so far, this year. Surely, museum research on birds is not just restricted to the WA Museum (Perth), Museum of Victoria (Melbourne) and the Australian Museum (Sydney).





Some researchers in State government agencies, especially in SA, Tasmania and the NT have also been slow in responding this year.





Information provided by these two types of institutions (museums and wildlife agencies), together with a few more university project descriptions (from both Australia and overseas) will be enough to complete the 1997 Research Directory. Or are there still more ornithological researchers out there who I still don’t know about?





I remind those of you who still intend to contribute to the 1997 Directory that you have until 5 January 1998 to do so. Any contributions received after this date will not be accepted. This will allow me to place the Directory on the Birds Australia home page by early-February.
